SERMON OUTLINE 

“Sing to the God who Scatters and Saves”  

Psalm 68

Big Idea: We can worship and sing to God because He triumphs over all his 

and our enemies. 

I. Sing to the God who scatters and saves (vv. 1-6) 

II. Sing to the God who saved us in the past (vv. 7-18) 

III. Sing to the God whos saves us every day (vv. 19-27) 

IV. Sing to the God who rebukes and saves (vv. 28-35) 

Each week we preach, verse by 

verse through books of the Bible 

so that we are instructed by the 

full counsel of God, rather than 

whatever the preacher deems 

important. 

We celebrate the Lord’s Supper 

every week trusting our Lord is 

truly, spiritually present 

nourishing his people.
